What does that understanding do for our
understanding of the Bible? It brings conflict & doubt
to our faith.

The Ptolemian solar system existed about 150 AD.
Ptolemy believed the irregularities in planet motion
were caused by unseen spheres. He also had to




introduce the concept of epicycles, essentially loopy
loops to make it all work out to what everybody was
seeing! They got crazy complex trying to account for
apparent motion of the sun, moon, and planets.

It was replaced with the Copernican system bolstered
by Kepler laws governing planetary motion. A quote:
“Kepler defended Nicolaus Copernicus’ theory of
heliocentrism and sought to reconcile it with
Scripture.

His Protestant beliefs won him little favor with the
Catholic church, and the Lutheran church shunned
him for his Calvinist sympathies. He was forced to
relocate more than once to avoid persecution, as well
as to escape political dangers from ongoing wars.

But Kepler stayed true to his faith, and his scientific
discoveries earned him acclaim, legitimized the
discoveries of his contemporary Galileo, and
influenced generations of scientists that followed him.
